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Unit Overview:

The series of interdisciplinary lessons bring together Grade 10 English, Dramatic 

Arts, Civics and Canadian History to educate students about the history of antisemitism 

and how it continues to manifest in Canada and around the world. In merging these three 

disciplines, students will explore antisemitism from a myriad of angles through a variety 

of resources. 

The lesson is divided into four parts: 1) antisemitism in the past 2) antisemitism in the 

present 3) the power of language as an agent of peace and social justice or hate and 

oppression 4) and the development of social action projects that advocate for the other. 

Students will engage in a variety of discussions, exercises (worksheets and dramatic 

techniques), research tasks and projects, and refer to specific texts, films, propaganda and 

the media to better their understanding of antisemtism. Once students begin to understand 

antisemtisim in the past and the present, they will explore how powerful language is in 

becoming either an agent of peace and social justice or hate and oppression. What may 

seem like a joke to one person can be offensive to another, and there are serious 

ramifications for spouting out certain words and phrases. 

Ultimately, students will partake in a project that advocates social responsibility by 

informing others about antisemitism and prejudice, and making a difference in their 

school community. The legacy of Simon Wiesenthal will serve as an example of a person 

who fought for social justice and believed that discrimination against one group of people 

impacts society as a whole, and that people must work together to combat intolerance.

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Learning Objectives:

Students will:

• Understand the history of antisemitism, particularly the myth of the Protocols of 

the Elders of Zion 

• Discover that many of the antisemitic notions that continue to exist in 

contemporary society, particularly surrounding anti-Israel sentiment, stem from 

the Protocols of the Elders of Zion 

• Detect and deconstruct current examples of antisemitism and prejudice in the 

media and the world around them

• Exercise their critical literacy and research skills

• Independently and collectively combat antisemitic and racist notions through 

written and/or performance based activities that educate others, especially the 

school community 

• Learn about Simon Wiesenthal and the idea that discrimination against one group 

of people impacts society as a whole, and that people must work together to 

combat intolerance 

Accommodations:

• Provide students with organizational framework for recording information from 

sources

• Group students according to ability; spend more time giving explicit instructions 

to students who need more help

• Modify or adjust the number of questions and activities and their levels of 

difficulty to meet students’ needs

• Provide options for assignments in order for students to work within their ability, 

interests and strength

• Place some students in pairs for extra peer support

• Adapt the timeline and due dates when necessary

Outline:

1 a) Introduction: Teacher checks for prior understanding and asks students to consider 

what antisemitism is. Prompts: 1) How is intolerance and hatred towards Jews expressed 

2) How would you describe the ways in which Jews are stereotyped? 3) Which organized 

groups show(ed) hatred towards Jews?

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b) In pairs, students use a brainstorming map to list all of the words, phrases, images etc. 

that come to mind when considering antisemitism (graphic organizer—handout #1 

attached). The class discusses their findings. 

c) In pairs, students look for commonalities in such words, phrases and images and fill 

out a chart with common headings and subheadings (graphic organizer—handout #2

attached). 

d) As a class, students discuss what myths and terms these words, phrases and images 

create, where they come from, and when/how such ideas were formed.

e) In order to begin answering these questions, the teacher introduces students to the 

Protocols of the Elders of Zion (an implausible forgery created by the czarist secret police 

at the turn of the 20
th

century, which claimed to reveal the secret plans of the so-called 

international Jewish conspiracy for world domination.) 

History of Antisemitism:

2 a) Introduce the Protocols of the Elders Zion as the base for the various defaming 

myths that plague Jews around the world. (Option: read the forward of the Dictionary of 

Anti-Semitism.) 

b) Students read a short description of the myth from the foreword of Impossible to 

Forget: Living with Anti-semitism. Students are introduced to the “big six” included in 

the foreword: causes or excuses as to why antisemitism exists (handout #3 attached).

• Economic: Jews are hated because they possess to much wealth and power

• Chosen People: Jews are hated because they arrogantly claim that they are the 

chosen people

• Scapegoat: Jews are hated because they are a convenient group to single out and 

blame for people’s troubles

• Deicide: Jews are hated because they killed Jesus

• Outsiders: Jews are hated because they are different than us

• Racial Theory: Jews are hated because they are an inferior race

3 a) In groups of three or four, students choose a book cover from the Protocols of the 

Elders of Zion (handout #4 attached). Alternatively, the teacher can provide students with 

access to such images from Dismantling the Big Lie: The Protocols of the Elders of Zion,

Confronting Anti-Semitism or by completing a Google Image search. 

b) Students are expected to deconstruct the image (What story does this image tell?). A

guideline that aids students in this process is included in handout#4. Students share and 

discuss their analysis with the class. 

3) Option: Students watch the first 45 min of the film Protocols of Zion (2006), take 

notes and answer questions (handout #5 attached). (This option also operates as a 

transition into lesson two, as the film explores antisemitism in the past and the present.)
